MERSEYSIDE EXPANDING HORIZONS

Location and Access
The Cotton Exchange occupies an “island” site bounded by Old Hall Street, Edmund Street, Bixteth Street and
Ormond Street.

Several car parks are close by and the Cotton Exchange is a short walk from both Moorfields and James Street
Stations.

Access to the Cotton Exchange is good with a dedicated wheelchair access from Ormond Street. This entrance is
also the nearest to our office.

Services
Male and female toilets are on each floor and a disabled person’s toilet within the suite.

Car Parking
NCP Pall Mall and New Quay are both within two minutes walk of the Cotton Exchange, and there is also ‘pay and
display’ parking outside the building.

How to get here by;

Rail

The nearest national line station is Lime Street and local line stations (Merseytravel) can be accessed from this

station.

The nearest local line station is Moorfields which has two exits/entrances, one at Moorfields and one at Old Hall
Street. The closest to our office is Old Hall Street. Turn right out of the station past the Albany building and turn
right into Ormond Street, then left into Bixteth Street. The entrance to the building is on the left.

Bus
The nearest bus stops for Liverpool are Dale Street, Victoria Street and Lord Street.
The nearest bus stop for Wirral is Castle Street.

Car

Directions from M62 (follow signs for City Centre and Albert Dock)

A5080 Broad Green Road, bear left onto A5080 Edge Lane Drive, continue straight ahead onto A5047 Edge
Lane, turn left onto Slip Road, turn left onto A5047 Towerlands Street, bear right onto A5047 Irvine Street,
continue straight ahead onto A5047 Mount Vernon, continue straight ahead onto A5047 West Derby Street,
continue straight ahead onto A5047 Pembroke Road, continue straight ahead onto A5047 London Road, bear
right onto A5047 Commutation Row, continue straight ahead onto A57 Churchill Way, continue straight ahead
onto A57 Dale Street, turn right onto A565 Exchange Street East, turn right onto A5046 Tithebarn Street and
turn left onto Bixteth Street.

From Queensway/Birkenhead Tunnel;
Bear left onto A5046 Chapel Street, turn left onto Rumford Place, continue straight ahead onto Union Street,
straight ahead onto New Hall Place and onto Old Hall Street.

From Kingsway/Wallasey Tunnel,
Follow signs for docks and bear left onto A59, turn right onto A5053 Leeds Street and turn left onto A565 Old Hall
Street.

Note; Old Hall Street is a one way street and there is no entrance on this side of the building.
All visitors must sign in at the Bixteth Street entrance. Once inside the building our office is on the sixth floor, take

the lift/stairs, turn right till and follow the corridor until the end, our office is on the right. You make exit at either of
the three exits on Ormond Street, Bixteth Street or Edmond Street.
